Horse Float Loading Tips

Before you drive away
» Ensure that your vehicle has the towing capacity to tow the Horse Float with Horse/s (GVM) loaded.
» Ensure that your Tow Ball is tightly fastened
» Always check points and connections before you drive off, as someone cold have changed them without you
knowing.
» Ensure all lights are working correctly
Loading your Horse
» For new or young horses, always take into consideration that it may take some extra time. Recognize fear; don’t
presume that the horse is being defiant. If you have time, load and unload a few times each time you float the horse.
» Allow Horse to have a look at the Float. If they are unsure, place a feed bin on the tail gate and let them feed.
Allow them to relax around the tale gate if they are unsure. If your horse looks fearful, move the centre divider
across and open up the entree arca
» Ask the Horse to walk up the tail gate. Never pull the Horse as they may become more determined NOT to walk in.
Rest a lounge whip or Carrot stick on there rump and rub/tap gently and ask them to move forward. Reward forward
movement with rubs and food. Allow them to move back, but encourage more forward movement for the next time.
» Once Horse is loaded, move centre divider back across and fasten rump bar. Put tail gate up and fasten. Tie your
horse to the bail twine. In an emergency the horse can break the bail twine, but they may not be able to break the
rope.
Traveling with your Horse
» If your horse moves a lot, scrambles up the side of the float, or falls in the float; take the centre divider system out
of the float and allow your horse to splay their back legs. This allows some horses to feel more balanced.
» If your horse scrambles, it is advised that you float the horse on it’s own without a centre divider. Most horse will
stand on an angle if the centre divider system is out of the
Unloading
» UNTIE your horse first. Place rope over their back so they do not stand on it as they back out of the float.
» Put tail gate down and release rump bar. Ask your horse to back up. If they don’t do this, you may need to ask
someone to push back on his lead rope or push on their nose, at the front of the float asking him to back up.
» When he backs out, grab the lead rope from over his back and walk him away.
